 Have you ever considered the creation of an endowment to Al Koran or the Shriner Hospitals?  Many individuals 

have named Al Koran or the Shriner Hospitals in their Last Will and Testament in the past.

Other methods include creating an insurance policy paying to the benefit of 

the either Al Koran or the Hospitals.  Also, Life Annuities can be created paying funds to the individual over the life of 

the donor but with the funds remaining upon death reverting to the named organization.  You can even use your home 

and guarantee continued personal use of the property until your death and that of your spouse. 

 Of course the details of any of the above actions must be seriously discussed with not only your spouse, but with 

your personal attorney, financial adviser and tax advisor to make sure all of the necessary actions and legal maneuvers 

are completed correctly.  We have a local attorney who can assist with meeting your desires, or Imperial has competent 

advisors that can also assist with your desires. 

 Please consider the formation of a legacy to the organization or organizations you have supported and believe in 

their purpose.
